Zebra mussels may sound cute, but 

these destructive invasive species cling to boat hulls,  

plug motors, hinder water recreation and destroy 

aquatic ecosystems. They are small freshwater 

mussels—larvae are microscopic and they grow  

to only 11/2 inches—and are spread from lake to

  lake on boats like yours. Save your boat and lakes:  

Next time you boat, remove all debris and drain all the 

water from your boat, engine, trailer and gear. Dry it  

for at least a week or wash it all with  

hot, soapy water before boating  

in another waterbody.
